the answers to those questions
by thinking of ways to weave
memorable stories and examples
of each teacher’s influence into
the card. What keywords and
visual symbols communicate

the relationship you have with a
particular teacher or a team of
educators?

CREATE a card that uses words and
visuals to share your feelings. Use
colors, lines, and shapes to help
communicate your thoughts.

PRESENT your appreciation card
to your teacher(s). If you can see
each other in person, that is great.
If not, plan how you will share your

card(s) using a mailbox, email, or Education

social media.
